Review your residency classification by checking OASIS. If necessary, please submit an updated residency affadavit by the priority date. If selected for a 
scholarship, you will receive notification by mail, and you will be able to view and accept your scholarship on OASIS.

NOTE: If you are from an eligible Caribbean and Latin American nation or U.S. territory (including Puerto Rico and the U.S. Virgin Islands), you may be considered for in-state 
scholarships. If you are selected for a scholarship, you will be temporarily reclassified as Florida residents for tuition purposes as long as you retain the scholarship. 

You are only eligible to receive one of the Florida resident scholarships; however, you may be eligible to receive one or more of the “stackable” scholarships 
in addition to the Florida resident scholarships.
