must be provided);

please send a brief letter from your supervisor stating that your enrollment does not interfere with your
scheduled work week;

Student Detail Schedule from OASIS must be provided with application.

Please note that even if you are receiving other scholarships, you are still eligible for a University Services
Scholarship. Maximum Scholarship $200 per person (final amount dependent on number of qualified applicants and
available scholarship funds).

I am an official degree-seeking student with a satisfactory grade-point average and meet all the other criteria for an University Services
Scholarship. I will be enrolled in classes during the Fall Semester 2008, and would like to receive a scholarship.
